Bring several plastic bags (plastic grocery bags to keep paintbrushes moist) 
 
A note on paint brushes that Hands on Housing provides: 

Please do not return used paint brushes to us. If you would like to keep it, bring a 
plastic bag and take it home with you. If you do not want to keep it, insert used paint 
brush in a plastic bag and throw away. 

Always have a plastic bag available to place your paint brush in at any time you 
are not painting. This will keep your brush from being knocked over and making a mess 
and keep it moist for your use. You may still have to rinse your brush several times 
during the day to keep the bristles fresh. 
 
Trash 
Solid waste services is donating trash pick up services. Please make things as easy as 
possible for them to pick up. We will provide you with contractor plastic bags. Dispose 
of your trash in these, close and place by the curb. If you have rotten wood etc. place that 
in separate piles. Landscape debris, like branches, must be bundled and at the curb.
